Unsafe At Any Speed?
Drivers Fail Safety Survey

You may be an excellent driver, but what '
about all those other idiots on the road? E

A survey by GMAC Insurance found that
approximately 36.9 million current U.S. drivers close
to 5 percent—would fail a driving test if they had to take
one today. And that’s actually good news, as even more
motorists (38 million) would have failed the test in 2010.

In the survey, over 5,000 licensed drivers in 50 states
(plus the District of Columbia) took a 20-question test
based on driving exams from state departments of motor
vehicles. Drivers in Kansas had the highest average score;
D.C. drivers scored worst.

Nutritional Guidance

The pyramids of ancient Egypt disappeared under the
desert sands, and the food pyramid—familiar to most
Americans since 1992, when it was introduced by the
Department of Agriculture—is joining them. In an effort to
fight obesity by clarifying smart dietary choices, the
USDA this year replaced the food pyramid with the “food
plate” a new visual representation of how people should
eat for health and nutrition.

Half the plate is filled with fruits and vegetables; the
other half holds grains (bread, pasta, breakfast cereals,
etc.) and protein (dry beans and peas). Dairy
products like milk, cheese, and yogurt are & -
on a smaller plate off to the side.

*  The space shuttle. Originally created for journalists to

listen to shuttle astronauts talking to Mission Control,

NASA eventually provided a number for space buffs to

hear flight status reports and press conferences for 35

cents a minute.

* Larry and Robin. In 1983, a Saturday Night Live skit
challenged viewers to decide whether Eddie Murphy
would boil “Larry the Lobster” on TV by calling one
of two phone numbers. (Larry was saved.) In 1988,
DC Comics asked readers of the Batman comic book
to call in and vote on whether Batman’s new sidekick
(the second Robin) should live or die. (Readers voted
to kill him.)

¢ Dial-a-President. In March 1977, Walter Cronkite
moderated a TV broadcast in which viewers could call
a 900 number (at normal long-distance rates) to ask
President Jimmy Carter a question. In 1980, potential
voters were invited to call a 900 number to vote on
whether President Carter or Republican challenger
Ronald Reagan had won the 1980 presidential debate.
Callers named Reagan the winner (as voters would
that November).
